This tree’s history goes back to the nursery of J. Reitenbach in Poland, at that time part of Russia. The plant was named by Johann Xaver Robert
Caspary, a German botanist, but it was introduced to the market by the Belgian nursery of Louis Van Houtte. In terms of habit, ‘Reitenbachii’ is
typical of the species. The sprouting leaf is a shiny dark brown, turning to matt dark green with dark red veins in summer. An attractive tree,
somewhat resembling ‘Schwedleri’, which has more intense leaf colours. Grows on any soil, but does not tolerate stagnating groundwater and

peaty soils.
