The
flower buds are bright reddish purple. The open flowers are dark pinkish red on the outside but lighter in colour on the inside. They stay narrow
and rather crescent-shaped for a long time, but eventually open to a broad saucer shape. Good tree for use in residential areas, thanks also to

the pronounced colours and profuse blossoms.
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
