Quercus palustris 'Helmond'

A tree that grows well and is quite slender when young. Eventually the tree gets a very regular broad ovoid crown, 20 to 25 m tall. Fairly open

branched with olive green young twigs. The older branches and bark are grey. The bark is smooth to shallow grooved. The ovate to broad

elliptical leaf is lobed to around halfway along the leaf blade. It is glossy dark green, turning deep red to reddish brown in autumn. The tree was

noticed as an avenue tree in the town of Helmond and after propagation was named after the place it was found. Grows in almost any soil,

tolerates air pollution and can also cope with a moist soil.
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
