Originated as a natural variety of C. siliquastrum, originally growing in the Mediterranean area. Sturdy shrub form that can grow into small to

medium size, sometimes multi-stemmed tree. As a tree, the crown is round. The round to kidney-shaped leaves are mid-green. The flowers

often appear before the leaves develop. They are creamy white to dirty white and stand in compact clusters. Can blossom very profusely as a

tree. The pods persist all winter. This warmth-loving tree prefers a fertile, calcareous or loamy soil in full sun. Tolerates dry soil.
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
