The
flowers measure about 4 cm and are coppery orange. They have hardly any fragrance. This cultivar was initially distributed on a small scale
under the provisional name ‘Copper Beauty’: this name was never published and remains only as a synonym. The unique flower colour makes

‘Jelena’ an indispensable cultivar in the assortment.
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
