The ovoid to pointed
leaves are glossy dark green with a grey-green underside. In some years, the leaves turn yellow in autumn. The tree flowers with male catkins.
Moderately susceptible to leaf spot disease. Useful in windbreaks, urban areas and landscape plantings. Prefers moist, fertile soil, acidic to
