The brown fruits, measuring approx. 1 cm, do not appear
very often. A lovely cultivar. Suitable as a solitary tree and along avenues and streets. Probably sensitive to fire blight. Tolerates air pollution

well, like all the cultivars of Pyrus calleryana. Winter hardiness zone: 5a
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
