This cultivar has a vigorous vertical manner of growth taking it to 10 - 12 m in height. The smooth trunk is light grey and the young twigs are
brown and bear many lenticels. The imparipinnate leaves consist of 9 - 17 (21) elongated leaflets with a roughly serrated edge. 'Wettra' has a
yellow to orange-red autumnal colour and an abundance of red fruits. It makes few demands on the soil and can therefore be planted on many
sites.
